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· ART 100: Art Appreciation Semester Hours 3

This course is designed to help the student find personal meaning in works of art and develop a better understanding of the nature and validity of art. Emphasis is placed on the diversity of form and content in original artwork. Upon completion, students should understand the fundamentals of art and the materials used and have a basic overview of art history.
· ART 113: Drawing I Semester Hours 3

This course provides the opportunity to develop perceptional and technical skills in various media. Emphasis is placed on communication through experimenting with composition, subject matter, and technique. Upon completion, students should demonstrate and apply art fundamentals to various creative drawing projects.
· ART 114: Drawing II Semester Hours 3

This course advances the students' drawing skills in various art media. Emphasis is placed on communication through experimentation, composition, technique, and personal expression. Upon completion, students should demonstrate creative drawing skills, the application of the fundamentals of art, and the communication of personal thoughts and feelings.
· ART 121: Two-Dimensional Composition I Semester Hours 3

This course introduces the basic concepts of two-dimensional design. Topics include the elements and principles of design, with emphasis on the arrangements and relationships among them. Upon completion, students should demonstrate an effective use of these elements and principles of design in creating two-dimensional compositions.
· ART 203: Art History I Semester Hours 3

This course covers the chronological development of different forms of art, such as sculpture, painting, and architecture. Emphasis is placed on history from the ancient period through the Renaissance. Upon completion, students should be able to communicate a knowledge of the time and chronological sequence, including themes, styles, and the impact of society on the arts.
· ART 216: Printmaking I Semester Hours 3

This course introduces various printmaking processes. Topics include relief, intaglio, serigraphy, lithography, and creative process. Upon completion, students should have a basic understanding of the creative and technical problems associated with printmaking.
· ART 231: Watercolor Painting I Semester Hours 3

This course introduces materials and techniques appropriate to painting on paper with a water-based medium. Emphasis is placed on developing the technical skills and expressive qualities of watercolor painting. Upon completion, students should be able to demonstrate basic proficiency in handling watercolor techniques and how they can be used for personal expression.
· ART 232: Watercolor Painting II Semester Hours 3

This course advances the skills and techniques of painting on paper using water-based mediums. Emphasis is placed on exploring the creative use of watercolor and developing professional skills. Upon completion, students should demonstrate and compile a body of original paintings that reflect a personal awareness of the media’s potential.
· ART 233: Painting I Semester Hours 3

This course introduces the student to fundamental painting processes and materials. Topics include art fundamentals, color theory, and composition. Upon completion, students should be able to demonstrate art fundamentals and discuss various approaches to the media and the creative processes associated with painting.
· ART 234: Painting II Semester Hours 3

This course is designed to develop the student’s knowledge of the materials and procedures of painting beyond the introductory level. Emphasis is placed on the creative and technical problems associated with communicating through composition and style. Upon completion, students should be able to demonstrate the application of the fundamentals of painting and the creative process to the communication of ideas.

·  AR 107 Introduction to Black and White Photography, (3) This course introduces the student to the basic elements and principles of black and white photography. Technical aspects of the medium, composition, equipment, film development, and printing are covered. Darkroom laboratory is a required course activity. NOTE: Since darkroom equipment and space is limited, the maximum enrollment for any section of this course is 10 students. Prerequisite: a “C” grade or better in AR 101, AR 103, or AR 135 or instructor’s permission. English Placement Level: EN 093/09 Math Placement Level: None. 
· AR 135 Studio for Non-Majors (3) This is an introductory studio art course designed to give students a basic understanding of the creative process, exposure to art works of professionally and historically relevant artists, and the experience of working in a variety of art media. This course is of value to students, such as elementary school teachers, who need knowledge of a diverse range of art forms. This course also contributes to a well-rounded education that includes understanding and appreciation of the arts, practice in creative problem solving, and the development of a leisure activity for personal satisfaction. Prerequisite: EN 085. (Offered Fall and Spring)
· AR 207 Intermediate Black and White Photography. This course builds upon the basic principles taught in the introductory course. Additional technical skills such as on camera flash, studio lighting, and the zone system are introduced. Darkroom laboratory work is a required course activity. NOTE: Since darkroom equipment and space are extremely limited, the maximum enrollment for any section of this course is 10 students. · Drawing 100: This introductory studio course teaches students basic skills and techniques in drawing from direct observation which is defined as drawing from still life landscape and architecture. The primary course goals are to learn to judge proportion, create volume and depict the illusion of depth and form. Verbal skills are developed through critique and class discussion. (No prerequisite)

· Drawing 101: This studio course reinforces and further develops the skills of direct observation established in Drawing 1. Direct observation which is defined as drawing from still life landscape and architecture. Students use traditional subject matter to explore a range of drawing materials and techniques including the introduction of color, mark-making techniques and gesture.
· Design 100, (2-D Design): This course develops students’ understanding of the various organizational possibilities available in designing for the flat surface. Basic elements of line, shape, value, texture, and color are introduced as well as principles of design, such as unity and variety, balance, repetition, rhythm, movement, and emphasis. Students work in various black and white and color media. Emphasis is placed on developing ideas and problem-solving skills and understanding design concepts. (No prerequisite)
· Drawing 200: This studio course gives students a thorough understanding of the structure and anatomy of the human figure. With this foundation, students will be able to render proportion, weight, form, and mass of the figure. Drawing skills developed in previous classes will be further refined by a variety of dry media. (Prerequisite: Draw 101)
· Drawing 201: This studio course is designed to further develop the visual, verbal, and technical skills necessary to represent the figure. Students work in a variety of media with an emphasis on color. The course focuses on using the figure as an element in composition and reinforces the skills used in Life Drawing 1. Students are expected to develop the ability to draw the figure perceptually, expressively and with an awareness of some of the conceptual issues associated with the figure. (Prerequisite: Draw 200)

· Special Topics in Drawing: drawing from Photographic References (formulated by David Harmon) this course is designed for students at the junior / senior undergraduate level who wish to use photographs as reference in a correct manner. The focus is on using photography as a starting point, essentially as information rather than the sole source of visual data. Students using photographs tend to draw / copy all they see in a photograph rather than developing selective vision. This, students will learn to use the photograph as the essence of a topic and disregard extraneous detail. Students learn to develop a visual dialogue between photographic suggestions and personal expressively drawn content on paper.
